The APVMA has completed a toxicological evaluation of broflanilide.
An Acceptable Daily Intake (ADI) and an Acute Reference Dose (ARfD) have not been set noting that the proposed use patterns do not involve uses on food crops.
No toxicologically significant impurities have been identified in technical broflanilide.
A delegate to the Secretary of the Department of Health has made an interim decision to amend the Poisons Standard in relation to broflanilide as follows: 
A new entry will be made to Schedule 6 to include BROFLANILIDE except when included in Schedule 5. A new entry will be made to Schedule 5 to include BROFLANILIDE in preparations containing 0.3 per cent or less of broflanilide. If the above scheduling recommendations are adopted as final, all of the proposed end-use-products would be captured by the Schedule 5 entry.
The final decision of the scheduling delegate is to be published on 28 November 2019.
On the basis of the data provided, and the toxicological assessment, it is proposed that the following APVMA Active Constituent Standard be established for broflanilide:
