On 20 February 2020, the APVMA issued a Stop Supply notice to the supplier, pursuant to section 101 of the Agvet Code in relation to the products.
This notice required the supplier to stop supply of the products to any person, to take specified steps to return control over the products from distributors and retailers within the jurisdiction to the company and to require acceptance of returned product by the company.
